and paintings to get them through
art class,” says Hannah. “That’s
when I learned that maybe I could
make some money doing this thing
that I loved.”

Hannah, who grew up outside
of Pittsburgh, spent hours at the
Carnegie Library studying the
work of Walt Disney, Michelangelo
and Rembrandt. Never formally
trained as an artist, Hannah taught
himself to sketch and eventually
moved on to painting.

“I never had any money to go to
art school, but I started taking the
bus down to Pittsburgh. Store own-
ers would pay me $20 per window
to paint scenes for their stores. I
painted wall murals for the local
YMCA and eventually ended
up painting murals in high-end
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houses in New Jersey.”

Hannah always hoped to pursue
a painting career for himself rather
than others. Almost two years ago,
Hannah and his family decided to
make a go of his dream.

“We relocated to Colorado to see
if my art would take off. Since then
I've been in national and local juried
shows. I've been entering interna-
tional shows as well,” says Hannah

Although recognition from his
peers is much appreciated, Hannah
wants to focus on developing

Evergreen’s artistic community.
“I want Evergreen to be like
a small Paris. I want it to be
commonplace for people to see
artists out on the streets or trails
painting.” In the meantime, come
rain or shine, it will certainly be
common to see Hannah doing it.
